Mountain. Or, hike the Sky Walk Trail to Sanson’s Peak, named after 
the first curator of the Banff Park Museum. Discover the weather 
station where Norman Sanson coined the local phrase “If you don’t 
like the weather here, wait five minutes...” While you wait, spend time 
soaking in the warm waters of the Upper Hot Springs.

Sample the four seasons in Elk Island. 
Spring offers new adventures for 
orange coloured bison calves. The 
constant roaring of bull bison in mating 
rituals marks late summer. In autumn, 
spot deer as leaves turn colour and fall 
from trees. In winter’s darkness, wary 
elk and moose spend more daylight 
hours foraging for food. Tune in to 
93.3 FM for seasonal information.
