HOMETOWN HERO

Born in Nottingham, England, Thomas “Tom” Moore
was orphaned at a young age and sent to Dakeyne Farm in
Mount Denson, near Windsor. This was a home for British

youth with limited career options to be trained as farmers.

Like many Nova Scotians, and British Home Children
across Canada, Moore eagerly volunteered to serve in

the First World War. With prior militia experience, he
joined the 112™ “Overseas” Battalion at its headquarters in
Windsor in 1916. This Hants County unit had been raised
the year before. Moore survived the war and lived the

rest of his life at Mount Denson.

In 1914, Moore sent for his future wife Lavinia to join him
in Nova Scotia. She was also from Nottingham. Moore
passed away in 1978. The couple is buried at the Baptist

cemetery in Mount Denson.

HERO DE CHEZ NOUS

Né a Nottingham, en Angleterre, Thomas « Tom »
Moore devint orphelin a un jeune age et fut envoyé a la
ferme Dakeyne de Mount Denson, pres de Windsor. Cet
établissement servait de domicile aux jeunes Britanniques
qui avaient peu de perspectives d’avenir afin qu’ils

apprennent le métier d’agriculteur.

Comme un grand nombre de Néo-Ecossais et de petits
immigrants britanniques envoyés au Canada, Moore
s’enrola avec enthousiasme pendant la Premiere Guerre
mondiale. Apres avoir acquis une certaine expérience dans
la milice, il se joignit au 112°¢ bataillon « d’outre-mer », a
Windsor, en 1916, un an apres la formation de cette unité
du comté de Hants. Moore survécut a la guerre et passa

le reste de sa vie a Mount Denson.

Egalement de Nottingham, sa future épouse Lavinia vint
se joindre a lui en Nouvelle-Ecosse en 1914. Il mourfit
en 1978. Le couple est enterré dans le cimetiere Baptiste

Mount Denson.
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
